Walter J. Murghy was born in Brooklyn, New York, August 20, 1899, and re-
ceived the B.S, degree in chemistry from the Polytechnic Institute of Brooklyn in
1921, Following graduation, he joined the research staff of the Air Reduction Com-
pany of Elizabethport, New Jersey, where he engaged in investigetion of the purifi-
cation and industrial applications of rare gases. In later work with the American Cy- |
anamid Company, Mr. Murphy did development work on production of liguid hydrocyanic
acid, calcium cyenide and the application of these products as insecticides and fumi-
gants. During this period he traveled extensively in Latin America. In 1925, with the
U.S.Rubber Compeny, he studied potential msrkets for hesvy industriel chemicals in the
New England area, His later posts as Vice-President of Goorge Chemicals, Inc,, as
Sales Assistent to the President of the Mutusl Chemicel Company of America, and of
Managing Editor of "Chemicel Industries", gave him valuable experience for his present
duties as a successor to the late Harrison E, Howe in 1942 in three important American
Chemical Society positions,
