In 1938 he became a Director of the Shawini­
gan Resins Corp., and in May, 1939, Director of Research at the Monsanto Plastics Di­
vision. In June, 1944, he becerr£ Western Executive Representative of the Monsanto
Chemical Co. with' headquarters in Seattle. He is s. member of the Board of Directors
of I.F.Laucks. With coworkers, Mr. Carswell is the author of nQmerous technical arti­
cles and about 30 u.s. patents.
