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Report from the 223rd National Meeting of the American
Chemical Society

The 223rd National Meeting of the ACS was held from April 7th through

I April 11th, 2002, in Orlando. Representing the Puget Sound Local Section
Executive committee were Councilors Mark Wicholas and Alternate Councilor

Sue Jackals. Attendance was 14,308. The following were nominated for

President-Elect: Charles P. Casey (University of Wisconsin), Ernest R.

Davidson (Indiana University), William M. Jackson (University of California

at Davis), and Alvin L. Kwiram (University of Washington). After each

candidate made a presentation, a balloting of the Council narrowed the choices

to two finalists: Charles P. Casey and Alvin L. Kwiram. The two candidates

will stand for election from the membership next fall. Note that Ernest

Davidson had earlier been a chemistry faculty member at the University of

Washington.

Other approved actions included the following:

A change 1n status of the Women Chemists Committee from an “Other”

committee to a Joint Board-Council Committee

An increase in the size of Society Committees to a range of twelve to twenty

members

Implementation of the automatic dues escalator for 2003. The new dues rate

will be $116.00

A change 1n the territory covered by the Minnesota local section

A petition for approval of non-US applicants as Society affiliates

A very controversial petition to change levels of support of local sections was

withdrawn and will be reintroduced at the August meeting in a new form. This

plan, which would increase the amount of ACS support to technical divisions

at the cost of support to local sections, generated a great deal of discussion and

heated argument. This is an attempt to address some problems that the

divisions are facing. The method proposed was not acceptable without

revision.
