He then served as Instructor in
Anatomy and Pharmacology and Associ-
ate in Anatomy in the Harvard Medical
School until 1942, at which time he was
called to active duty for four years with
the U. S. Navy. Leaving the Navy in
1946 with the rank of Commander, he
was an Assistant Professor of Cytology
at M. |. T. for two years. In 1948 he
came to the University of Washington
as Professor of Anatomy and head of
the Anatomy Department.

He is a member of Alpha Omega
Alpha, Sigma Xi, the Society for Clini-
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cal Investigation, the American Associa-
tion of Anatomists, the American Physi-
ological Society, the Society for Experi-
mental Biology and Medicine, and the
American Chemical Society, a Fellow of
the A. A. A. S., Diplomate of the Na-
tional Board of Medical Examiners, and
serves on the Tissue Culture Commission.

He is also very active in University
affairs, as a member of many important <
committees.

Dur-
ing the past three years, however, bio-
chemical research has disclosed that
this vitamin plays a central role in the
oxidation of fats in the body.

Dr. Cheldelin's laboratory at O. S. C.
has been actively engaged in the isola-
tion of two new conjugates of panto-
thenic acid, which promote the bicligi-
cal activity of this vitamin.

The next meeting or the section will
be held in conjunction with the North-
west Section of the Electrochemican So-
ciety, in Corvallis, on November 1a.
There will be an afternoon trip through
the Bureau of Mines zirconiura pilot
plant in Albany. At the evening meet-
ing a representative of the U. S. Bureau
of Mines will discuss '‘Electrolytic Zircon-
ium.'’

Cane and beet sugar
molasses have been the major products
on the market. Government chemists
and others who have experimented with
the new molasses have predicted the
substance can and possibly will become
a major competitor.

At present Dr. Elwin E. Harris, chem-
ist specialist with U. S. Forest Products
Laboratory, Madison, Wisc., is conduct-
ing research at the plant and coordinat-
ing production techniques.

The new molasses has been tested by
numerous colleges and range stations in
the nation and has been proved high in
carbohydrates. It is made from glucose
sugar converted from callulose.

Total attendance at the éth National
Chemical Exposition in the Chicago Col-
iseum September 5-9, 1950, was 19, -
686 on a total registration of 14,134,
an analysis of the records showed two
major exhibitors representing practi-
cally all the country's principal pro-
ducers of chemicals and chemical equip-
ment,

All but two states, Arizona and Ne-
vada, were represented. lllinois led
with 8,200 names, of which 6,680 were
from Chicago and its suburbs. Indiana
was next with 817, followed by New
York with 618, Wisconsin with 596,
Ohio with 575, Michigan with 516 and
Pennsylvania with 486.

Foreign countries represented totalled
24, Canada leading with 84. Other na-
tions registered, all with one to three
representatives were: Austria, Brazil,
British Columbia, Chile, China, Cuba,
England, France, Germany, Greece,
"Holland, India, Israel Jamaica, Japan,
Mexico, Norway, Panama, Philippines,
Poland, Puerto Rico, Sweden and
Switzerland.

INTERNATIONAL CHEMICAL
CONCLAVE

Outstanding chemists and chemical
engineers from more than thirty coun-
tries will assemble in New York in Sep-
tember, 1951, to participate in the larg-
est international chemical conclave in
history, it is announced by Dr. Ernest W.
Volwiler, president of the American
Society. '

Both the Sixteenth Conference of the
International Union of Pure and Ap-
plied Chemistry and the Twelfth Inter-
national Congress of Pure and Applied
Chemistry will convene following the
seventy-fifth anniversary meeting of the
American Chemical Society, scheduled
for the week of September 2.

The combination of international
meetings will be the first of its kind in
the United States since 1912, although
the International Union met in Washing-
ton in 1926 when the American Chemi-
cal Society marked its golden jubilee.

Dr. James Bryant Conant has been
named honorary president of the
Twelfth International Congress. The Con-
gress is held every four years to enable
leaders in the various branches of chem-
istry and chemical engineering to ex-
change information.

Professor Arthur B. Lamb of Harvard
has been appointed chairman of the
committee on organization for both the
Congress and the International Union
meeting. The two international sessions
will be sponsored by the Division of
Chemistry and Chemical Technology,
National Research Council, of which
Professor Albert Noyes Jr. is chairman.
