Professor Thomas will speak on the topic “Modern Science in the Service
of the Ancient Past” followed by Linda Roundhill on “Chemical Science
and the Conservation of Ancient Objects” The meeting will begin at 6:30
pm with buffet refreshments followed by the program at 7:30 pm.
