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INMEMORIAM

Henry Droege

Henry Droege was born in Wisconsin in 1920, grew up in Chicago, and moved to
California as a young man. He wanted to be a chemical engineer when he was in
high school, but it wasn’t possible until after World War II. With the help of the
GI bill he graduated from Cal Berkeley in 1950. He worked for Electric Auto-
Lite and Bechtel first, but found his real calling in air pollution control - first
with the Bay Area Air Pollution Agency, then California Health Dept. After
Washington passed the Clean Air Act in 1967, he and his family moved to
Seattle, and he joined what would become the Department of Ecology. He was
the supervisor of the Air Programs Division. After retirement in 1985, he
continued as a consultant here and in British Columbia.He belonged the American
Chemical Society, and was active in the Air Pollution Control Association, which
later became the Air and Waste Management Association, and served on the
national and regional boards.
