1995 NOBEL PRIZE

. The 1995 Nobel Prize in Chemistry was awarded to three scientists for their research
n the chemistry controlling the amount of ozone in the stratosphere. Two scientists from
1e U.S., F. Sherwood Rowland, Bren Professor of Chemistry at the University of California,
vine, and Mario Molina, Martin Professor of Environmental Sciences in the departments of
'shemistry and of earth, atmospheric, and planetary sciences at Massachusetts Institute of
echnology, and one scientist from Germany, Paul Crutzen, director of the department of
stmospheric chemistry at Max Planck Institute for Chemistry, Mainz, Germany, shared the
1 million prize.

Rowland and Molina recognized that chlorine from chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) can
ttack ozone. Long before the ozone hole in the Antarctic was discovered, they warned that
JFCs would erode the ozone layer that protects the earth from the ultraviolet radiation.
»rutzen showed that naturally occurring nitrogen oxides catalytically destroy ozone, helping
D regulate its concentration in the stratosphere. In awarding the prize to these three scien-
sts, the Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences said: “By explaining the chemical mecha-
lisms that affect the thickness of the ozone layer, the three researchers have contributed to
wur salvation from a global environmental problem that could have catastrophic conse-

juences.”

PRESIDENT’S GREEN
CHEMISTRY AWARDS PROGRAM

As part of the 1996 Earth Day celebrations, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency |
will present 6green chemistry awardso to industry, small business, and academia for their
efforts to reduce pollution at its source. The “President’s Green Chemistry Challenge Awards |f
Program” is part of President Clinton’s Reinventing Environmental Regulations initiative.

The Awards Program will focus on chemical manufacturing and use of chemical prin-
ciples and methodologies for source reduction. The Pollution Prevention Act of1990 es- |
tablishes source reduction as the highest tier of the Act’s risk management hierarchy, which
includes recycling, treatment, and disposal, respectively.

The Green Chemistry Challenge is administered by a group of stakeholders that in- ||
cludes representatives from EPA, the American Chemical Society, the Council for Chemical
Research, and the industrial community. The Program is open to any individual, group, or
organization associated with chemical manufacture, design, or use. ACS will organize and |
administer an awards selection committee that will judge the entries and determine the |
winners. |

Five awards will be made: one to a sinall business, one to an academic institution, and
one for each of three focus areas (the use of alternative synthetic pathways for green chem-
Istry, the use of alternative reaction conditions for green chemistry, and the design of alter-
native chemicals). Entry instructions and other Program details are available in a recently |
released EPA Nomination Package. The deadline for entries is December 31, 1995. Any
