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A.TRUMAN SCHWARTZ WILL BE THE
FEATURED SPEAKER AT THE APRIL MEETING
OF PUGET SOUND SECTION

A. Truman Schwartz is Dewitt Wallace Professor of Chemistry at Macalester College
in St. Paul, Minnesota. He received a B.A. from the University of South Dakota in 1956 and
B.A. and M.A. degrees from Oxford University as a Rhodes Scholar. In 1963, he earned a
Ph.D. in physical chemistry at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, under the super-

vision of the late George Scatchard. Schwartz joined the Macalester faculty in 1966, after |
three years as a research chemist with the Proctor & Gamble Company. At Macalester, he ||
served as chair of the chemistry department for six years and as dean of the faculty for two, |

Schwartz has also held temporary research or teaching appointments at the Universities of
Lund (Sweden); Massachusettes (Amherst), and Wisconsin (Madison). A

Schwartz is the author of a number of papers on the physical chemistry of proteins and

the history of chemistry, but most of his publications, presentations, and professional activi-

ties have focused on chemical education. He is the author of Chemistry: Imagination and
Implication, a college text book for nonscience majors, and he is editor in chief of Chemistry
in Context, a new text that has been prepared for the same audience under the sponsor-
ship of the American Chemical Society. He has been a lecturer and instructor in five sum-
mer institutes for high school chemistry teachers. In 1986-87 he served as Deputy Director
of the Division of Teacher Preparation and Enhancement in the Directorate for Science ang,
Engineering Education of the National Science Foundation.

Professor Schwartz has served the ACS in a variety of capacities. He chaired the
Division of Chemical Education, served as member at large of its executive committee, and
has been a member of various standing and ad hoc committees of the Division. He was a
panel chair on the ACS Task Force on Chemistry Education in the United States and is
currently chair of the college subcommittee of the Society Committee on Education. During
1992-93, he was chair of the Minnesota Section of the ACS.

Among the honors received by Professor Schwartz are the CMA Award for Excellence
In College Chemistry Teaching (1982), the Thomas Jefferson Award of Macalester College
(1986), the Minnesota College and University Science Teacher of the Year (1988) Award,
and the Western Connecticut Visiting Scientist Award (1991). Schwartz is a Fellow of the
American Association for the Advancement of Science, and in 1991 he received an honor-
ary Doctor of Science degree from the University of South Dakota.

ABSTRACT

The Father of Us All: Lavoisier and the Revolutions of
1789

Two revolutions occurred in France in 1789. The better known was triggered by the fall
of the Bastille; the other was initiated by the publication of a chemistry
book —Traité élémentaire de chimie. Antoine Laurent Lavoisier was involved in
both. He started the Chemical Revolution and he perished in the French Revolution. This
lecture is a celebration of the bicentennial 6f chemistry and of the achievements of its
founder. It will summarize Lavoisier’s life and his contributions to economics, public
administration, manufacturing, education, social policy, geology, agriculture, and—
especially—chemistry. The presentation will be illustrated with a number of slides of

Lavoisier’s scientific apparatus, both engravings by Madame Lavoisier and photographs
of the collections on display in Paris.

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ACS Publishes Spill Response Guide

For many reasons, people have become extremely cautious when responding to labo-
ratory spill. If handled improperly, a spill can seriously disrupt a laboratory’s activities. At}
worst, a spill can cause bodily harm or property damage. A properly handled spill, on the !
other hand, may present nothing more than a nuisance. The American Chemical Society's
new booklet, The ACS guide for Chemical Spill Response Planning in Laboratories, is
designed to help the bench-top chemist prevent and better respond to chemical spills. i

Written by the Society’s CEI/CCS Task Force on Laboratory Waste Management, this
new booklet provides a framework for spill response planning. The guide reviews emer-
gency preparedness measures, discusses the steps to take when a spill occurs, and rec- |
ommends procedures for cleaning up a simple spill. Additionally, the guidebook’s appendi-
ces provides a regulatory overview, a summary of spill prevention methods, a listing of
chemical spill kit components, and descriptions of general decontamination processes.

Designed to be easily carried by laboratory personnel, the guidebook my bé& used in
conjunction with an institution’s regulatory compliance program. The booklet, however, only ||
provides an overview of the technical considerations required to safely respond to labora-

tory spills.
